Existing organ: one manual and pedal organ with a 61/30 note compass, with six stops on the
manual and one on the pedal. The organ was modified in 1930 by Roger Yates. Provenance of
original organ unknown.

Proposed work

We propose to remove pedalboard and Bourdon pipes. Build new 7 stop divided soundboard, new
case, new bellows, new rosewood keyboard, add a reconditioned blower, and retune the organ to
Stanhope (1801) Temperament, A=415Hz. The compass will be extended down to GG. Previously
fully enclosed, the organ will be completely unenclosed. The display pipes will be from the
Principal 4’

Soundboard made of Sapele and Idigbo.

Bellows — wedge bellows integral to the sound board.
Blower — ¥4 hp

Keyboard made from Rosewood.

Action parts made from Idigbo.

Casework made from Mahogany.

Display pipes (Principal 4’) to be gilded.

Five new notes per rank: GG, GG#, AA, AA#, BB.
New pipes: Shires.

Compass: 61 notes (GG-g?3)
